Areas (FATA) remained a long-

standing demand of the people of 

the  reg ion .  The  p l an  fo r  

establishing a university of 

in ternat iona l  s tandards  in  

erstwhi le FATA was f inal ly  

conceived when the then Prime 

Minister of Pakistan, Mr. Yousaf 

Raza Gillani announced its 

establishment during a meeting 

with MNAs from erstwhile FATA on 

January 16, 2009. However, the 

project was delayed due to a 

number of reasons until the former 

President, Mr. Asif Ali Zardari, 

approved the FATA University 

Regulations in May 2013. Engr. 

Ashfaq Khattak was appointed its 

first Vice Chancellor. Due to some 

issues he could not continue and 

the university was dysfunctional for some time. FATA Secretariat and Ministry of 

SAFRON started the process of appointment of a new Vice Chancellor and Prof. Dr. 

Mohammad Tahir Shah (T.I.) was appointed as Vice Chancellor of the University who 

assumed the charge his office on January 18, 2016.

The Government of Pakistan included a project titled “Establishment of FATA University” 

in PSDP (HEC) 2015-16 at an estimated cost of Rs.4.7 billion to be utilized in the 

completion of a full-fledged university in various phases.

      

A PC-1 titled “Establishment of FATA University” was approved by the CDWP in April 

2016 at a cost of Rs. 1.593 billion. The project included Infrastructure Development, 

Human Resource Development and Procurement of equipment, furniture etc. Another 

project titled “Establishment of Project Management Unit (PMU)” for FATA University 

was approved by FDWP at a cost of Rs.31.488 million. However, the scheme was revised

This PMU was established in a portion of 

Government Degree College, Darra 

Adam Khel which was responsible for 

the infrastructure development of the 

University in Federally Administered 

Tribal Areas (FATA). The university 

started its academic activities in October 

2016 and initially launched four years 

bachelor (BS) programs in Management 

Sciences, Political Science, Sociology 

and Mathematics while three more 

disciplines, Computer Science, Geology 

and English were added to it in 

September, 2017.

For land acquisition, Initially, 266 kanal 

land was purchased at Akhurwal, Tribal 

Su-Division (TDS) Darra Adam Khel, 

District Kohat by FATA Secretariat, in 

consultation with the parliamentarians 

of  e r s twh i le  FATA ,  th rough a  

development project approved by 

FDWP. An additional land of 202 kanal, 

contiguous to the already purchased 

land, was also purchased in view of the 

university's future requirements. The 

scheme for the procurement, land was 

approved as a non-ADP scheme at 

FDWP level at a total cost of Rs.141.4 

million. 468 kanals of land was 

demarcated and walled after solving the 

several disputes with the landowners. 

The University is temporarily housed in a 

separate block of the Darra Adam Khel 

Degree College. However, the existing 

building and infrastructure does not 

suffice the research and academic 

requirements of the university. The 

construction of the new buildings and

The infrastructure of the FATA University 

and the Administrative and Academic 

requirements in four faculties as per 

existing Statutes followed by FATA 

University will be completed in different

phases. In the first phase a limited 

infrastructure and Academic programs 

will be completed within 5 years with the 

estimated cost of about Rs. 1.6 billion 

under the present PC-1 scheme. 

However, the completion of Academic 

Programs will take place under different 

phases in future with the estimated cost 

of more than 4.7 billion. Under the 

approved PC-1 Scheme, the following 

activities will be accomplished:

2016 was extended to us in 2020 and our 

new Vice Chancellor Prof. Muhammad 

Jahanzeb Khan was appointed under it 

by the search committee. FU have 

submitted a revised PC-1 with more 

features after almost completing our 

Phase-I. New departments are being 

started and new plans are under 

implementation.
